We had 19 monthly new hires processed through payroll and processed only 26 interims for the month of June. This is great progress considering there were 125 interims in January with 37 of them being monthly new hires.  Thanks forsending me the list of monthly new hires, watching the usage of and working to limit the number of interims processed.  

There will always be interims processed each month for reasons like agency transfers, deceased employees, terminations, and working for two agencies.  But, we can continue to control those attributed to errors ( 69 YTD ) and others ( 65 YTD ).  This month, of the 26 interims processed, 11 fell into these two categories.  Some in the Others category could not be helped – like the State Active Duty soldiers being paid but others like the refunds could be.
I am attaching two spreadsheets to this Traffic Cone.  The first is the monthly report showing the Processing Details and the second is a table showing how the 26 interims for June broke down.  
In all, you have made great strides in this area.  I appreciate your cooperation.  So, keep up the good work.
