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CHANGE – Take 2

 I inadvertently locked down too many cells on the worksheet, which caused issues when attempting to complete the interim for deceased employees especially.  I have made the adjustments to the worksheet as requested and had the form reviewed before publishing yet another version requiring revisions.  

If you have followed the directions from that Traffic Cone and discarded the old worksheet, please accept my apologies.  Everyone should replace the old issues, Payroll Calculation Worksheet for 2014 or versions (a) and (b) with the newest version labeled Payroll Calculation Worksheet for 2014 (c).  I have locked the new sheet down to prevent any further adjustments to the formulas or to the tables used in the calculations for the worksheet.

When on the site, click on PAYROLL (in the left column) or on payroll information under Payroll in the middle section of the page.   The resulting page lists all of the forms on the right side of the screen.  Choose Payroll Calculation Form from the list.  It may take a bit to load but once it does, it should say Payroll Calculation Worksheet for 2014 (c).  Save this one to your spot.

I am moving the date to begin using the new form from November 10th as stated in the earlier Traffic Cone to November 12th.  Again, my apologies.
