Balancing of Leave Accruals
( Bi-weekly payrolls only )
This is just a quick reminder that the accruals for sick leave and vacation may be less than normally shown on the pay register for the B26 pay period.
Under both the contract and the Rules, the accruals are set for a specific amount of time.  This time, when divided by the number of pay cycles, is rounded to the nearest 1/10th of an hour which results in a slight overage for most bi-weekly employees.  The overage is shaved off the final pay cycle so that each employee receives the exact amount of leave specified.

For example, normal accrual for beginning employees is 96 hours per year.  With the 26 pay periods, an employee at this grade should receive 3.692 hours of leave per period.  For simplicity, the leave is rounded to the nearest 1/10th and the leave is rounded to 3.70 for the period.  At year end, the employee would earn 96.2 hours of leave instead of the 96 specified.  Thus, the last pay cycle will be adjusted by the 0.20 hours to balance and an employee would only receive 3.5 hours of leave for the last pay cycle of the year.
