3.       Is the State seeking a fixed cost proposal, transactional cost proposal, or options for both?
	1. Under the Nebraska Prompt Payment Act (Neb. Rev. Stat. §81-2401 – §81-2408), the State has 45 days to pay invoices before interest begins accruing. 

2. The State may require that the contractor accept electronic payment. The contractor may propose either monthly or quarterly invoicing.
3. The State is seeking a fixed price per report. Actual volume will vary.
