Contractor certtifies that there does not now exist any relationship between the contractor
and any person or entity which is or gives the appearance of a conflict of interest related

to this contract.

The contractor certifies that it shall not take any action or acquire any interest, either
directly or indirectly, which will conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of
its services hereunder or which creates an actual or appearance of conflict of interest.

The contractor certifies that it will not employ any individual known by contractor to have
a conflict of interest.

ERRORS AND OMISSIONS _
The contractor shall not take advantage of any errors and/or omissions in this contract.
The contractor must promptly notify the State of any errors and/or omissions that are

discovered.

ASSIGNMENT BY THE STATE
The State shall have the right to assign or transfer the contract or any of its interests

herein to any agency, board, commission, or political subdivision of the State of
Nebraska. There shall be no charge to the State for any assighment hereunder.

ASSIGNMENT BY THE CONTRACTOR

The Contractor may not assign, voluntarily or involuntarily, the contract or any of its
rights or obligations hereunder (including without limitation rights and duties of
performance) to any third party, without the prior written consent of the State, which will

not be unreasonably withheld.

GOVERNING LAW
The contract shall be governed in all respects by the laws and statutes of the State of

Nebraska. Any legal proceedings against the State of Nebraska regarding this contract
shall be brought in the State of Nebraska administrative or judicial forums as defined by
State law.
