	Hello – I’m writing to get clarification on the scope of work expected for solicitation number: RFP 5395Z1. Our firm is preparing a proposal for said RFP but would like to better understand the expectations of the report since this will impact our bid. 
Has an approximate budget or range been established for this bid? 
Or has a similar study be completed before, and approximately how many man hours did it take to complete?
 Additionally, how much travel would be required to/from Nebraska to meet with state representatives? 
We can prepare a report that is of quality work but has a reduced scope in time spent researching that will produce a broad analysis whereas we can also scope the assignment to be research rich and have more in-depth analysis. We normally estimate our fees based on the expected number of hours to complete a given study and how much travel, data, and other expenses will be incurred. Any guidance on the depth of research and analysis required to develop evaluative criteria to rank proposed large-scale tourism-related projects would be very helpful in accurately bidding our services.
