	Can you please describe the Fixed Asset Process(es) and "Scripted processes" that require multiple scanners to be used? Are the processes goverend by separate JDE EnterpriseOne security Roles?
	The scanner “User ID” is the same as the E1 User ID.  E1 Security Workbench is used to apply Business Unit and Fixed Asset security by role to limit the downloaded data. Fixed Assets are downloaded from EnterpriseOne using the same security the end user has when logging into the system.  
When data from scanned fixed assets is uploaded into EnterpriseOne, the only records that are available to update are those from the original download.

There are two script sets (1) Fixed Assets and (2) Distribution and Manufacturing.  Current set-up does not allow both scripts sets to be assigned to a single User ID.

Only one end user can be logged in to a scanner because of security requirements.
