PHOTOGRAPHY AND CINEMATOGRAPHIC SPECIALIST

DESCRIPTION:  Under administrative direction; plans, coordinates, writes, directs, and produces motion picture films, video tapes, and radio and television productions; performs related work as required.

Coordinates all aspects of video productions to meet the user's needs.

Directs the actual productions including placement of sets, props, lighting, technical direction of cameras, production crew, and talent to produce video tapes and films.

Operates cameras and other electronic equipment in the studio or in the field to develop video tapes and films.

Edits and assembles productions including graphics, titles, sound effects, music and narration to produce a finished product.
