CORRECTIONS EXTRADITION AND WARRANT OFFICER

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision from the Corrections Extradition and Warrant Supervisor, responsible for the security and transportation of inmates, i.e. (transfers, escapees, custody status changes and/or parolees) within or out of state; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Responsible for the security and transportation of inmates i.e., (transfers, escapees, custody status changes and/or parolees) within or out of state.

Assists the adult institutions with travel orders for court appearances, hospital, funerals, etc.

Coordinates inmate transportation with other state and county law enforcement system.

Assists supervisor in serving warrants and detainers on all wanted persons in the system.

Conducts investigations as directed by the Director or Board of Parole.

Compiles monthly and annual reports.

Computation on estimated cost for inmate transportation.

Responsible for maintenance of vehicle and security equipment.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  departmental policies and procedures; federal airport and aviation procedures; extradition and investigative procedures; jail and prison procedures.

Ability to:  qualify as State Deputy Sheriff; qualify quarterly with firearms.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  search and seizure procedures; applicable state and federal statutes; security and radio communications equipment.

Ability to:  secure inmates through public places; remain calm during stressful situations; communicate orally and in writing; operate security and radio communications equipment.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Law enforcement or correctional experience may substitute on a year-for-year basis.  Certification from a State Law Enforcement Academy required.  Certification as a Deputy State Sheriff.

SPECIAL NOTE
Must be able to work exceptionally long days and travel away from home two to three days in duration.  Late evening and weekend work required during investigations and/or transporting of inmates.
