CHEMICAL DEPENDENCY COUNSELOR
DESCRIPTION:  Provides advanced professional counseling and treatment for chemical dependent residents of a state institution.  Incumbents of this class perform independently receiving minimal supervision through conferences with supervisor.  Incumbents may be responsible for coordination of the activities of other chemical dependency counselors.  Incumbents receive direction through staff meetings with supervisor and subordinates; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Maintains assigned caseload.

Performs individual and group counseling.

Prepares materials for counseling through research.

Develops and revises treatment plan for each client in caseload.

Attends seminars, programs, workshops, and other training dealing with chemical dependency.

Maintains necessary files and reports as required.

Attends staff meetings and provides input as to client progress and procedural changes.

Provides chemical dependency education to clients.

May score, evaluate, and interpret personality test.

May perform evaluation and personal history review of clients.

Completes special projects as required.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  principles and methods of counseling; federal, state, and institution policies, procedures, rules and regulations; physical and mental problems of clients; treatment plan format and development; methods and resources available for educating clients in chemical dependency; personality tests.

Skill in:  individual and group counseling; oral and written communication.

Ability to:  present information in an organized fashion; keep accurate and organized records; conduct research; score, evaluate, and interpret personality tests.

CHEMICAL DEPENDENCY COUNSELOR (continued)

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, skills, and abilities.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is a Master's degree in psychology, social work, counseling, or related field plus one year of experience in a related field or a Bachelor's degree plus three to five years related experience or a high school diploma plus seven to eight years related experience.

Certification as an Alcohol/Drug Abuse Counselor is required for this class.
