MEDICAL DIRECTOR

DESCRIPTION:   Directs and coordinates diagnostic and therapeutic services to improve and maintain the physical health of patients in a state institution or hospital and provides medical services to hospital personnel for work-related injuries or illnesses; performs related work as required.
