EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS RECEIVE SYSTEMS FIELD ENGINEER
DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision, performs skilled responsible work in providing consultant engineering/technical services to schools, colleges and other educational agencies in regard to television and video-based technologies.  Position emphasis is on broadcast television, cable television, satellite technology, videodisc and other optical scanning technologies, and television VBI or sub-carrier distribution of computer data; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Work with schools and colleges to determine equipment and reception needs to support their technology needs and goals.

Make recommendations as to necessary equipment and technical specifications including cost estimates.

Write specifications for bids, review bids and assist schools in final installation inspections to assure that it meets specifications.

Conduct instructional workshops for school personnel in the utilization, care and maintenance of equipment.

Make field strength studies of operational systems and compile material for engineering reports.

Resolve complaint of reception problems and perform follow-up investigations.

Coordinate technical consultation matters for K-12 schools with the Nebraska Department of Education, Technology Center, Technical Coordinator.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  television and video based systems available for school and educational uses (including broadcast and cable television, satellite technology, videodisc and other optical scanning technologies, and VBI distribution of computer data); bid and specification preparation; test equipment; ETV and FCC policies, rules and regulations.

Ability to:  determine schools' specific equipment needs; install and maintain television systems; conduct field investigations and trouble shoot potential problems; conduct training workshops on equipment utilization and care.
