GAME AND PARKS FISH AND WILDLIFE BIOLOGIST II

DESCRIPTION:  This is professional, supervisory work in the management and maintenance of public and private fish, wildlife and land resources in the state.  This position is responsible for the activities and projects pertaining to certain regions or species of fish or wildlife.  Duties are performed independently and decisions are made at this level; performs related work as required.

Responsible for equipment designed, built, used and maintained for these activities.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  principles and practices of fish or wildlife biology and general laboratory and field work; ecology, habitat and history of fish or wildlife species and of the fish and wildlife conservation program; research methods and techniques used in the field.

Abilities to:  organize and assemble data; present plans for specific projects and to supervise the work of others; evaluate situations and make decisions.
