HIGHWAY PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS REVIEWER

DESCRIPTION:  Under limited supervision, reviews plans, specifications, and  quantities for projects, including the most complex, to assure completeness,  accuracy, and conformance to design guidelines; communicates with design  personnel to interpret guidelines, clarify design concepts, solve problems with  plan notes, and to provide uniformity between projects; performs related work as  required.  

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned).

Provides information and expert advice in plan preparation to roadway, bridge, electrical, and landscape designers.

Reviews plans, quantities, and specifications for completeness, accuracy and  conformance to NDOR guidelines for project from minor culvert replacement to the  very complex urban, designed by NDOR, cities, counties, or consultants;  including projects for pavement, grading, culverts, bridges, lighting, traffic  signals, landscaping, buildings, and other highway construction items.  

Assembles the plans package in proper order to prepare for team's review;  reviews initial submittal for completeness; contacts designer or appropriate  division for missing or incomplete items or plans.

Recommends revisions and/or revises plans to correct errors and deficiencies.  

Creates special provisions to modify Standard Specifications when new concepts, materials or procedures arise.  

Consolidates all items required for Summary of Quantity sheets.  

Checks accuracy of Summary and Title sheets.  

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, ABILITIES AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  extensive knowledge of Nebraska Department of Roads Design  Standards; Nebraska Standard Specifications for Highway Construction; federal  state, and local regulations governing plan preparation, and environmental  issues; Nebraska Department of Roads Design Policies.  

Skill in:  visualizing entire project to recognize incomplete plans.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGE, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other 

evaluations.) 

Knowledge of:  design policies and procedures; specifications; basic engineering  principles related to design and construction of projects including engineering,  surveying, hydrology, and geometrics; agency, state, and federal guidelines,  policies, and regulations regarding the design and construction of highways,  bridges, culverts, and other transportation-related projects.

Ability to:  read and understand plans and specifications and to perform various engineering computations.

Skill in:  communicating with contacts in the public and private sectors; good math skills.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)  

Any combination of training and/or experience that will enable the incumbent to  possess the required knowledge, abilities and skills.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is high school education or equivalent AND education or experience in design or highway construction.
