AGRICULTURE ADMINISTRATIVE MANAGER

DESCRIPTION:  Under direction from the agency Director, supervises regulatory division administrators and participates in planning and policy formulation which impacts on the agency's total programs and services; directs administrators, managers and supervisors in regulatory functional areas including, but not limited to:  Plant Industry, Animal Industry, Food and Dairies, Weights and Measures.  Also, indirectly supervises Personnel, Accounting and Finance, Data Processing staff development, Laboratory functions, Legal and Affirmative Action; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Plans and advocates the formulation or modification of agency or work-unit-wide administrative practices to promote equitable management of human, financial, and other resources within the agency and other administrative and/or program systems.

Directs implementation of administrative control systems to obtain the necessary information and financial data required in the decision making, budgeting, and planning process.

Confers with and advises subordinate agency staff to exchange information on and/or explain administrative objectives, policies, procedures, and standards to identify the characteristics and impact of work problems and formulate possible solutions.

Evaluates and determines disposition of new and/or revised rules and procedures recommended by agency staff or representatives of other organizations to assess the impact of the proposals on the administrative and/or program systems and to ensure each proposal responds to program needs and is consistent with state and/or federal law.

Controls and coordinates the direction of administrative functions over a long range planning period to facilitate the attainment of program goals, to ensure adherence to administrative directives, state and federal laws and regulations and to maximize the integration and delivery of services.

Plans, organizes, coordinates, and controls the agency's operations to establish operational priorities, to coordinate these operations within the agency, and to ensure objectives and standards are established and attained and are congruent with overall goals.

Evaluates and/or reviews the performance of Administrators or evaluations prepared by first line supervisors and managers to authorize personnel actions including promotions, reassignments, status changes and appointments.

AGRICULTURE ADMINISTRATIVE MANAGER (continued)

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  agency programs, organizational structure, functions, policies, procedures, communication channels, and objectives as they relate to assigned responsibilities; the scope and impact of operations coordinated and their inter-relationships with other units of the agency; the federal and state laws and administrative regulations that govern the Department of Agriculture; the techniques of program research, planning, and evaluation.

Ability to:  develop and evaluate proposals of administrative action for solving operational problems; implement objectives and performance goals; assess staff progress toward achievement of objectives and adherence to standards; interact with and gain the cooperation of supervisors, other employees, and the public to maintain effective working relationships.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  the principles and practices of administration including planning, organizing, staffing, budgeting, and controlling; personnel management practices; the principles and techniques of public relations, data processing, research and statistics; the trends, techniques, and methods of public administration as they relate to analyzing and resolving problems and issues which impact agency operation.

Ability to:  motivate, coordinate, and direct the work of professional staff; understand and support management goals as they affect short-range and long-range operations; analyze organizational and operational problems and develop timely and economical solutions; represent the agency and its programs within and outside the organization to gain support for agency goals and objectives; apply the principles, techniques, and concepts of administration in meeting the operating needs of the agency; interpret and apply state and federal laws, rules, policies, standards and legal decisions to the operations of the Department of Agriculture.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, abilities and skills.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is post high school coursework/training in:  business administration, public administration, financial administration, program evaluation and organization, management analysis, or personnel administration AND experience in a supervisory capacity with primary responsibility for:  program planning, workload assignment, budget preparation and implementation, employee performance evaluations, and program analysis or evaluations.
