EXAMINER CHIEF

DESCRIPTION:  This is managerial and administrative work responsible for the triennial examination of insurance companies licensed to do business in Nebraska; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Plans, schedules and supervises the financial and market conduct examination of insurance companies licensed to do business in the State of Nebraska.

Screen and analyze companies applying for admission to do business in the State of Nebraska and make decisions on whether companies are admitted or rejected.

Monitor and analyze the financial condition and stability of approximately 1,000 insurance companies which are admitted to do business in the State of Nebraska.

Supervise and participate in the collection and audit of state premium tax, fire marshal tax, workmen's compensation second injury fund tax, vocational rehabilitation fund tax, and the certificate of authority renewal fees.

Design tax forms and procedures necessary for the above.

Draft and assist in drafting Nebraska Statutes and Insurance Department Rules and Regulations necessary for the supervision of insurance business in the State of Nebraska.

Represent the Director on various subcommittees and task forces of the National Association of Insurance Commissioners.

Answer inquiries from insurance companies, attorneys, CPA's and the public and department staff on insurance accounting practices and procedures, permissible investments and various other matters.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  Nebraska Insurance Statutes, Department of Insurance Rules and Regulations, and the National Association of Insurance Commissioners guidelines for examination; insurance rating, underwriting, claims, and policyholder services; the theory and practice of higher accounting, auditing and insurance principles; examination procedures and methods; reporting procedures; overall operation of insurance companies.

Ability to:  analyze and evaluate the financial condition, performance, and overall operations of insurance companies; interpret and relate insurance laws and examination procedures and findings to company officials; train, analyze and evaluate the work of subordinate employees.

Skill in:  analyzing data and presenting information to a variety of people including members of the industry regulated by the Department of Insurance.

The Chief Examiner "shall have at least a Bachelor's degree in accounting, or business administration with an accounting or actuarial science major, from a college or university offering courses leading to such degree, and who shall have had at least four years experience as an insurance department examiner or, in lieu thereof, who shall have had at least eight years experience as an insurance department examiner; provided, that each two years experience in insurance accounting in an administrative capacity other than as an insurance examiner may be considered as the equivalent of one years experience as an insurance examiner.
