INSURANCE PROPERTY AND CASUALTY ADMINISTRATOR

DESCRIPTION:  This is regulatory administrative work involving control of all property and casualty insurance rates and policies offered by insurance companies doing business in Nebraska.  The incumbent supervises a staff of Insurance Property and Casualty Analysts and receives direction from the Director of the Department of Insurance; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Hires, trains, assigns work, evaluates and disciplines a professional and clerical staff.

Reviews and assists subordinates with the most complicated filings of rates and forms to verify their compliance with State Statutes, Department of Insurance Regulations and the public welfare.

Responsible for the admission of foreign and alien property and casualty insurance companies and rating bureaus.

Licenses insurance companies to write additional lines of property and casualty insurance.

Responsible for enforcement of surplus lines statutes including approval to sell insurance from non admitted insurance companies.

Assists Complaint and Inquiry Division with rate and forms problems.

Provides information for Department of Insurance at formal and informal hearings conducted by the Legal Division.

Supervises the bidding for property and casualty insurance purchased by the State.

Administers the Nebraska Hospital - Medical Liability Act.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  insurance principles; operations rating bureaus, insurance companies and agencies; property and casualty insurance lines and sources; statistical techniques used in justifying insurance line rate; industry practice in most property and casualty forms; ability to interpret State Statutes pertaining to the regulation of property and casualty insurance rates and forms.

Ability to:  analyze and evaluate insurance company forms and rates to determine their legality and propriety; train and supervise subordinate employees.

INSURANCE PROPERTY AND CASUALTY ADMINISTRATOR (continued)
JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or work experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, abilities, and skills.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is a high school education or equivalent plus eight years of experience in the insurance industry or five years in the development of rates or policy forms or industry or five years in the development of rates or policy forms or industry regulation in the same areas or a Bachelor's degree in Business Administration, Economics or related fields plus five years insurance industry experience.  One year of supervisory experience and completion of a professional insurance course is desirable.
