EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS TRANSMITTER SITE MANAGER

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision, manages the construction, installation, and maintenance of television and radio broadcast systems at a transmitter site operated by the Nebraska Educational Telecommunications Commission (NETC).  Incumbents are responsible for resolving emergency situations within guidelines established by the NETC Engineering Division; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Establishes daily operating procedures and practices that are in compliance with Federal Communications Commission (FCC) and Nebraska Educational Telecommunications Commission (NETC) requirements to ensure the efficient operation and functioning of the transmitter site equipment.

Maintains an inventory of parts and supplies for the equipment that furnishes the transmitter site to eliminate down time and to ensure continuous operations of the transmitter site.

Makes recommendations to the supervisor for equipment replacement, system modifications, and general operations requirements to enhance the function of the assigned transmitter site.

Maintains equipment and activity reports to keep management informed of the overall transmitter site operations.

Maintains transmitter site buildings and grounds to ensure the full functioning and pleasant atmosphere of the physical plant.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  FCC and NETC policies, rules, and regulations; the operation of NTSC stereo television and FM stereo radio broadcast systems; safety procedures in working with rotating machinery, high voltage, and Radio Frequency circuits; analog audio and video, and digital audio and video satellite reception equipment; the operation and maintenance of equipment associated with a telecommunications transmitter site; specialized equipment associated with the operation of a telecommunications transmitter site.

Ability to:  operate all transmitter equipment; repair electronic equipment; interpret and understand established FCC and NETC rules and regulations to ensure compliance; operate test equipment for proper operation and maintenance; maintain accurate records.

Skill in:  the operation of a variety of specialized electronic transmitter and test equipment.

EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS TRANSMITTER SITE MANAGER  (continued)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGE, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  electronic circuits and systems including audio, video, and digital.

Ability to:  perform operational and maintenance functions; communicate effectively; complete accurate records.

Skill in:  communicating and expressing ideas effectively.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or work experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, abilities, and skills.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is a high school education or equivalent plus four years of experience in broadcasting electronics, to include television, radio, or cable operations.  Graduation from a recognized vocational technical school in electronics may be substituted for one year of experience.

A valid FCC Radiotelephone Operator's Permit is required.
