STATE PATROL CARRIER ENFORCEMENT OFFICER

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision, enforces State and Federal laws and regulations related to the operation of commercial vehicles, including size and weight restrictions, vehicle registrations, safety, hazardous loads, permit requirements, and reciprocal agreements; issues citations and warnings, and may arrest violators; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Weighs and measures commercial vehicles and visually examines them for compliance with motor carrier safety and mechanical condition requirements such as identification, labeling, hazardous materials placarding, load securement, and legal configuration; randomly physically inspects commercial vehicles and those with apparent violations or other discrepancies; issues out-of-service orders, warnings, and citations for violations; testifies at trials or hearings.

Examines and validates motor carrier manifests, registrations, certificates, licenses, permits, operating authorities, contracts, cab cards, and other applicable documents to ensure compliance with State and Federal laws and regulations; issues needed permits.

Assesses and collects applicable fines, fees, and taxes based on shipping papers, permits, and manifests; issues receipts based on collections.

Arrests violators of the Motor Vehicle Operator's License act or any other law regulating the operation of vehicles or the use of the highways, and for any misdemeanor, felony, or warrant while in the performance of their duties; testifies at trials or hearings.

Completes reports for enforcement actions, including summons and warnings, vehicle inspection reports, field interview reports, arrest reports, and reports for county attorneys.

Responds to assistance calls from other law enforcement officers.

Responds to inquiries from the general public about Nebraska commercial vehicle laws; provides motorists with road maps and directions; assists stranded motorists with vehicle breakdowns.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  thorough knowledge of  motor vehicle, civil rights, and highway laws; arrest and detention; legal and regulatory requirements in the trucking industry; search and seizure; court procedures; DWI arrest procedures; rules of evidence; identification and preservation of evidence; radio operation; firearms and marksmanship; self defense; CPR and first aid; various types of chemicals, explosives, and other hazardous materials, and the containment, storage, and transportation requirements for such materials.

STATE PATROL CARRIER ENFORCEMENT OFFICER  (continued)

Ability to:  answer questions about and communicate the results of inspections; answer questions from and communicate general information to the public, the courts, attorneys, and other law enforcement agencies.

Skill in:  exercising tact in securing compliance with laws and regulations; performing inspections and investigations; operating portable scales, Weigh-in-Motion, Intoxilyzer, and all other assigned specialized equipment.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  motor vehicle, civil rights, and highway laws; arrest and detention; legal and regulatory requirements in the trucking industry; search and seizure; court procedures; DWI arrest procedures; rules of evidence; identification and preservation of evidence; radio operation; firearms and marksmanship; self defense; court procedures; CPR and first aid; various types of chemicals, explosives, and other hazardous materials, and the containment, storage, and transportation requirement for such materials. 

Ability to:  communicate the results of inspections; communicate general information to the public, the courts, attorneys, and other law enforcement agencies; lift and carry objects weighing up to 40 pounds, such as portable scales.

Skill in:  exercising tact in securing compliance with laws and regulations; performing inspections and investigations; operating portable scales, Weigh in Motion, Intoxilyzer, and other specialized equipment.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

At least twenty-one years of age as of the date of graduation from the State Patrol Training Academy; graduation from high school or possession of a G.E.D.; vision no worse than 20/40 correctable to 20/20 with the aid of glasses, or no worse than 20/100 correctable to 20/20 with the use of F.D.A. approved soft contact lenses; good physical condition; of good character and have no felony convictions.
