EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS TECHNICIAN

DESCRIPTION:  Under immediate supervision, performs skilled work in the technical operation and maintenance of a television broadcasting station. Incumbents work under the supervision of a television engineer; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Operates transmitter, cameras, videotape recorders, and other broadcasting equipment.

Monitors the audio and visual signals of a broadcasting station to assure that signals are within Federal Communications Commission and Nebraska Educational Television Commission policies and standards.

Maintains and adjusts signal parameters to assure signal quality is within Federal Communications Commission and Nebraska Educational Television Commission standard operating procedures.

Assists in network operations by switching programs and breaks, observing audio and visual levels, monitoring program quality, and recording programs for later playback.

Assists with the installation, maintenance, and repair of equipment to ensure efficient operation; participates in scheduled routine system checkouts.

Maintains daily program and maintenance logs and lists of programming and equipment discrepancies to verify scheduling, operation, and delivery.

Maintains the building and grounds of and the access road to the transmitter site.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be required on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  Federal Communications Commission and Nebraska Educational Television Commission rules, policies, and procedures; the operation of transmitters and associated equipment; the parameters of television engineering practices.

Ability to:  verify proper equipment operation; troubleshoot equipment malfunctions; maintain accurate records; communicate effectively with agency personnel as well as with service users.

Skill in:  testing equipment operation; the use of electronics tools.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  basic electronic and television theory; television camera operation, video levels, video timing, and phasing.

Ability to:  understand and apply schematics and manuals.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or work experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, abilities, and skills.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is a high school education and three years of experience in non-broadcast electronics or one year of television broadcast or cable television operations experience.  An Associate Degree in Electronics Technology may substitute for one year of experience.
