EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS ENGINEER I

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision performs skilled work in the technical operation and maintenance of a television broadcasting station.  Responsible for the care and operation of highly complex electronic equipment.

Operates camera, videotape recorders and other broadcasting equipment.

Operates television transmitter console at a transmitter site.

Checks equipment and makes necessary adjustments to ensure proper operation according to Federal Communications Commission Rules.

Operates videotape recorder for delayed telecasting.

Maintains buildings and grounds including cleaning, waxing, painting and mowing.

Responsible for remote control of other broadcast transmitters.

Maintains daily program logs and list of discrepancies.

Performs maintenance on transmitter related equipment.
