EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS FIELD TECHNICIAN

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision, operates, installs and maintains technical broadcast equipment at NEB*SAT, remote translator, transmitter sites, and classrooms; makes recommendations on equipment installations, modifications, and operations requirements.  Performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Operates, aligns, and maintains cameras, videotape recorders, satellite transmitters/receivers, fiber optic transmitters/receivers, and other broadcast equipment to ensure optimum operation.

Installs and maintains Distance Learning Classroom systems at K-12 schools to provide technical support at send/receive locations.

Coordinates with schools officials regarding scheduling, operation, and routine system checkouts to ensure optimal use of equipment and facilities.

Performs preventative maintenance of NEB*SAT satellite, fiber optic, and Distance Learning Classroom systems transmit/receive sites to ensure the proper and efficient functioning of all equipment.

Conducts instructional workshops for school personnel in the use, care, and maintenance of Distance Learning Classroom equipment and systems.

Maintains daily program and maintenance logs and lists of programming and equipment discrepancies to verify scheduling, operation, and delivery.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  Federal Communications Commission (FCC) and Nebraska Educational Television Commission (NETC) policies, rules, and regulations; analog video and audio, digital video and audio, and video satellite reception equipment; the operation of oscilloscopes, digital multimeters; the operation of NTSC video broadcast systems; personal computers, MS-DOS, data communications, and communications software.

Ability to:  evaluate equipment needs and  make recommendations for repairs and upgrades; diagnose and resolve electronic system problems; complete accurate records.

Skill in:  the analysis of basic digital and analog broadcast systems, electronic circuits, and broadcast systems; the operation of test equipment and the analysis of test results.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  basic electronic theory and maintenance procedures; basic telecommunications systems and signals; the Federal Communications Commission and the Nebraska Educational Telecommunications Commission policies, practices, rules, and regulations; basic computer literacy and use of applications such as word processing, spreadsheet, and databases.

Ability to:  communicate effectively with Public School Administrators, Teachers, Librarians; deal effectively with people; read and understand electronic schematic drawings; make a logical analysis; perform mechanical skills; work in cooperation with others.

Skill in:  communicating and expressing ideas effectively.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or work experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, abilities, and skills.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is a high school education or equivalent plus three years of experience in operating and maintaining digital and analog electronic equipment, satellite transmit and receive equipment, audio/video distribution equipment, fiber optic transmit/receive equipment.  Graduation from a recognized vocational technical school in electronics may be substituted for one year of experience.

A valid FCC Radiotelephone Permit is required.  A FCC General Radiotelephone License or SBE Certification is desirable.  A valid Nebraska Driver’s License is required.
