GAME AND PARKS CONSERVATION TECHNICIAN I

DESCRIPTION:  This is semi-skilled manual work in the development of wildlife and recreation areas.  Employees in this class follow directions  under general supervision.  Duties are performed independently with questions referred to supervisor.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Provides assistance as needed in wildlife surveys, population manipulation and trapping and marking operations, or in the operation of fish production and transportation facilities.

Assists in selecting trapping sites and setting nets, traps and other equipment.

Performs work associated in the raising of fish such as feeding, caring, pond cleaning, sorting, seining, propagating and transporting fish at a hatchery.

Operates wildlife check stations or fish creel censuses.

Records fish or wildlife population data by counting species and observing habits.

Operates light to heavy equipment in the construction of wildlife and recreation area roads and trails; plants and cares for food and cover crops for wildlife and for trees and shrubs at recreation areas.

Performs maintenance and repair operations on wildlife, fishery and recreation areas.

Performs related work as required.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of: the operation, care and repair of fisheries, wildlife and recreation areas; departmental rules and regulations.

Ability to: operate agricultural equipment; follow oral and written instructions, to maintain records and supervise subordinates.
