DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision responsible for all types of testing done in the Laboratory, including highly difficult purity analyses including all native grasses and all aspects of germination testing.  Work with the tetrazolium test and other special tests and evaluates results of these tests as required.  Some minimal supervisory duties in the absence of the Lab supervisor and Senior Analyst.
