FIRE FIGHTER

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision combats and extinguishes aircraft and structural fires, and performs emergency medical care.  Work requires the performance of hazardous tasks under emergency conditions which may include strenuous exertion under such handicaps as smoke and cramped surroundings.  A large percentage of the working time is spent in supervised training activities, inspection and maintenance of equipment, cleaning and maintaining station, and servicing and maintaining fire extinguishers and installed systems; participates in a variety of based educational programs on fire presentation and related subjects; and inspecting base facilities to gain compliance with fire codes.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Responds with crew to a variety of emergency situations:  holds nozzles and directs agent streams; raises and climbs ladders; and uses chemical extinguishers, bars, hooks, lines, and other equipment in performing fire fighting and rescue duties.

Performs rescue  and extraction operations including searching burning aircraft and structures for trapped and/or unconscious victims, and operating the "jaws-of-life".

Responds to a variety of aircraft related emergencies:  crash of military and civil aircraft, stand-by for inflight emergencies, fuel spills, special maintenance, weapons loading, and aircraft welding.

Responds to aircraft barrier engagements:  assist crew in aircraft removal and barrier reset; helps return barrier to operational status; helps crew in general barrier maintenance.

Responds to a variety of medical emergency calls including personal injury accidents, accidents with machinery, and motor vehicle accidents:  administers cardiopulmonary resuscitation and related emergency medical care; and utilizes ambu-bag, resuscitator, and other medical equipment in providing emergency medical services.

Performs salvage operations including placing salvage covers, removes water and debris, assists in protecting evidence for investigation purposes.

Inspects base facilities to gain compliance with fire prevention regulations and NFPA codes, and to become familiar with the building contents, and the surrounding area.

Participates in group and individual training and drill sessions relating to fire fighting, emergency medical services, rescue, and related topic areas.

Performs general maintenance work in the upkeep of fire station including cleaning, washing, painting wall and floors; washing and reloading fire hose; cleaning and maintaining fire apparatus.

FIREFIGHTER (continued)

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  the street system; principal buildings, business districts, and physical layout of the NEANG Base; aircraft arresting systems; aircraft cockpits, canopy controls, engine controls, and emergency access methods; equipment such as jaws-of-life, K-12 rescue saw, portable generator.

Ability to:  identify symptoms and provide emergency medical care to victims of vehicular, fire, and other injury causing accidents; to operate and maintain fire fighting apparatus, equipment, and tools.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Ability to:  understand and follow oral and written instructions; learn and apply a variety of fire fighting principles and techniques, and to learn the operation of fire fighting equipment and apparatus; to think and act quickly, calmly, and appropriately in emergency situations.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

One year fire fighting experience either paid of volunteer.  Academic certification may substitute for experience.

SPECIAL NOTE

Possession of a valid State of Nebraska driver's license is required.

Possession of a Nebraska Emergency Medical Technician-Ambulance (EMT-A) certificate.  The employee must show proof of certification to the Fire Chief within six months of original appointment.  Failure to submit proof is certification may result in a separation from employment as a Fire Fighter.

Membership in the Nebraska Army or Air National Guard is required as a condition of employment.

Current National Guard members must show proof of successful completion of a military physical fitness test within the past twelve months.  Others must successfully complete a military physical fitness test during their probationary period.

Incumbents are subject to uncommon tours of duty, rotating shift assignments and overtime duty.  May be on call during normal off-duty hours.
