BUILDING AUTOMATION CONTROL TECHNICIAN

DESCRIPTION:  This is technical work in the maintenance of a computerized building automation monitoring and control system for the purpose of energy conservation, control and effective maintenance control of state buildings. Employees of this class perform daily operational checkout of systems accuracy and reliability through preventive maintenance, emergency maintenance trouble shooting, installation of sensory and control devices and implentation of computer programs.  Employees receive general supervision periodically.  Work procedure is determined by needs of system malfunction.  Incumbents will share 24 hour on-call duty if failures occur other than during normal working hours; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Performs preventive maintenance work; exercises diagnostic programs; measures, records and calibrates field sensors and transducers; measures voltage and other electronic values; tests and calibrates solid state integrated circuits.

Performs emergency maintenance trouble shooting and repair, testing systems to isolate problems; replacing faulty components and completing necessary paperwork.

Assembly of field data gathering panels; installation of sensory control devices in mechanical systems and mounts prefabricated panels in mechanical rooms.

Implements energy conservation methods by engineering and designing monitoring and control subsystem additions to existing data gathering panels.

Tests and evaluates conservation techniques to determine if actual energy savings have occurred.

Writes, tests and implements computer programs associated with reducing energy consumption.

Performs related as required.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  building equipment and mechanical systems; pneumatic principles; electronics and the ability to trouble shoot solid state integrated circuitry; basic computer concepts and the ability to write simple programs.
