OFFSET PRESS WORKER II
DESCRIPTION:  Maintains and operates roll and sheet fed offset presses in the production of multi-colored, close registration printed impressions of the most difficult kind.  This is the highest non-supervisory level of Pressman and reports to the Print Shop Supervisor. 

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Operates high speed roll fed presses.

Performs regular maintenance and minor repairs on roll and sheet fed presses.

Operates large high speed sheet fed presses.

Mixes colors to create desired ink color.

Mixes fountain solution to obtain proper pH balance.

Makes press adjustments for various printing specifications such as a paper size, thickness and finish.

Produces dot on dot close registration work using four colors.

Produces difficult printing impressions involving large blocks of color requiring considerable press adjustment.

Performs related work as required.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  operating principles of roll and sheet fed offset presses; working characteristics of different kinds of paper and ink; working characteristics of paper and metal plates.

Skill in:  operation of high speed roll and sheet fed offset presses.

Ability to:  make quick and accurate judgements regarding the quality of printed impressions; quickly identify the cause of a poor quality printed impression and make corrective press adjustments; prepare inks and fountain solutions; plan and execute any printing order within the technical capabilities of the press room equipment; perform routine maintenance and make minor repairs to roll and sheet fed offset presses; produce high quality multi-color printed impressions involving close registration, dot on dot registration and large areas of solid color using both sheet fed and roll fed offset presses.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or work experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, skills and abilities.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is high school graduation or equivalent plus four years of press room experience with offset presses.
