LITHOGRAPHER

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision, performs skilled work in a print shop  involving operation of a lithographic camera, plate processor, photographic  lab work, masking and platemaking, performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Produces photomechanical transfers, veloxes and half-tones necessary in developing paper or metal plates.

Develops negatives in photographic chemicals.

Develops printing plates in chemical solutions.

Operates and maintains various plate making machines and processors.

Produces high quality multicolor close registration masking work for the development of printing plates.

Selects appropriate masking sheets for stripping of negative taking into consideration which press is being used for that job.

Opaques negatives and paste-up work over a light table prior to plates, on appropriate platemaker.

Calculates the cost of producing the printing plate.

Knowledge of:  photography as it applies to the use of a lithographic camera, plate making process and developing negatives; appropriate masking sheets for plate production on the various presses.

Skill in:  the use of lithographic camera, contact frame, platemaker and processor, and other lithographic and photography equipment and tools.
