DESCRIPTION:  This is journeyman level work involving various processes used in printing and painting signs.  Employees in this class work under general supervision and may supervise and instruct helpers in the sign shop; performs related work as required.

Makes signs by screen printing, heat or pressure application, painting or routing.

Prepares and finalizes photoscreens; makes photo negatives and positives; cuts and adheres wax stencils; designs layouts of new signs.

Operates and maintains sign shop equipment such as panel or table saw, automatic paint machine, pressure and vacuum applicators and press punch.

Thins and mixes paint and maintains sign file system.
