EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS NETWORK OPERATIONS SUPERVISOR

DESCRIPTION:   Responsible for assisting in the supervision and coordination of NETV's Network Operations includes:  Nebraska Network Operations Center, Satellite Operations Center and CCTV/EduCable Operations Center.  Coordinates, schedules, plans and assumes operational responsibility for these areas.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:   (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Schedules and supervises manpower and work for NOC, SOC, CCTV/EduCable and Videotape services.

Responsible for all on-air broadcast and cable operations and maintaining technical and professional standards for engineers and technicians supervised in accordance with industry, NETV and FCC (Federal Communications Commission) rules and regulations.

Works with programming agencies within NETV and outside in order to provide proper and legal program and operations logs for all operations.

Responsible for maintenance of required transmitter, microwave and program logs, maintenance requests and other required forms.

Schedules and/or provides minimum maintenance for all on-air operations.

Responsible for performance of equipment system tests to be made in order to maintain equipment and performance of equipment with manufacturers' specifications and industry and FCC rules and regulations.

Trains engineers and technicians on operation of videotape machines, manual and automatic video and audio switching equipment, terminal equipment and microwave apparatus.

Reports directly to the Chief Engineer - Network Operations.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  FCC and ETV policies, rules and regulations; electronic and television broadcast theory and broadcast operations.

Ability to:  operate equipment associated with a television broadcast system; supervise and schedule the work of others; recommend needed equipment; interpret and apply the proper application of pertinent FCC and ETV policies and procedures.

Ability to:  communicate both orally and in writing; maintain accurate records; organize and direct technical operations, supervise technical staff; operate television broadcast equipment.
