Game and Parks Fish Culturist/Supervisor

DESCRIPTION:  Under limited supervision, assists with planning, implementing, and supervising production of cold, cool or warm water fish species within a large fish hatchery; performs fish health assessment; maintains equipment and facilities of the hatchery; performs related duties as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Assists in the planning, coordination and execution of the annual production plan of a State fish hatchery.

Assigns daily jobs and duties to the hatchery crew of conservation technicians.

Supervises and engages in collecting brood stock, spawning, hatching and rearing of the fish scheduled for production at the hatchery.

Conducts routine fish health and nutrition assessment, diagnosis and treatment of disease, water quality monitoring, and aquatic vegetation control.

Operates specialized equipment for water quality assessment, chemistry and vegetation control, fish health assessment, and laboratory work for sampling and analysis.

Designs, constructs, and maintains specialized items of culture equipment necessary for the culture of specific fish species.

Plans, performs and supervises the maintenance of hatchery equipment, vehicles, buildings, grounds and ponds.

Operates heavy equipment such as caterpillar, back hoe and/or tractors to improve and maintain ponds to optimize fish production.

Assists in scheduling shipment of eggs and fry to other states.

Assists in the maintenance of records and monthly reports of expenses, production, distribution, pollution control monitoring, permit sales, payroll and others related to fish production.

Participates in public relations work through hatchery tours and answering questions of visitors; presents technical reports to professionals, organizations and the general public regarding all aspects of hatchery management and fish production.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  fish hatchery management and propagation of fish species; fish culture techniques.

Ability to:  operate and maintain fish hatchery equipment; supervise the work of hatchery staff.

Game and Parks Fish Culturist/Supervisor  (continued)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  administrative functions including maintenance and operations; planning, math, statistics, accounting, business management, and personal computer operation; facilities maintenance functions including carpentry, plumbing, metal working, and landscaping; fish production functions including biology, ichthyology and chemistry; pond fertilization techniques; food chain, food source and habitat requirements of fish species.

Skill to:  obtain a commercial pesticide applicator's license; obtain a commercial drivers license.

Ability to:  communicate effectively; solve maintenance and operations problems in a fish hatchery; train employees to use specialized equipment; collect and identify zoo plankton species; detect and manage pond conditions and solve problems such as oxygen depletion; conduct laboratory procedures for fish autopsy and to detail anatomy of fish species in both healthy and diseased condition.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or experience that will enable the incumbent to posses the required knowledge, abilities and skills.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is post high school coursework/training in fish management, fisheries or biology, or four years of experience in fish culture work or fisheries management.
