GAME AND PARKS AQUARIUM DIRECTOR

DESCRIPTION:  This is supervisory, administrative work responsible for the management and maintenance of several state aquariums and fish display units. Work is performed independently with periodic review of programs and inspections of facilities by the Division Chief.  Major decisions are made at this level; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Plans and schedules aquarium and terrarium displays for various species from throughout the state.

Develops educational displays, materials and programs on statewide fishery activities.

Develops and presents a seasonally oriented lecture series on statewide fish, game and outdoor recreational resources.

Responsible for all public relation functions and the aquarium and display sites.

Responsible for the maintenance and repair of all equipment, buildings, grounds and ponds.  Maintains accurate inventory of the same.

Plans and schedules collection of aquarium specimens from statewide lakes and streams.  Designs feeding schedules, diets and disease treatment for aquarium specimens and provides for systematic disease inspection program.

Schedules holding ponds for stocking and maintenance of various species. Plans for production of natural feed supply in holding ponds.

Prepares annual operational and capitol budget for aquarium operation. Prepares various administrative reports.  Maintains accurate accounting records of all permits and material sales.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  the ecology, habitat requirements and life history of fish and wildlife species; statewide fish distribution and methods used to capture display specimens; aquarium design and operation and of fish disease and maintenance; educational concepts and methods; budget procedures, business procedures and operational costs.

Ability to:  conceive, develop and maintain aquarium and terrarium displays; maintain a cost analysis of the operation of the aquarium complex; cope daily with large numbers of the public.

Skill in:  operating the necessary equipment to capture display specimens and to construct and maintain displays; public speaking.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

Any combination of training and/or experience that will enable the incumbent to possess the required knowledge, skills and abilities.  A general qualification guideline for positions in this class is a Bachelor's degree in Biology and Public Education plus six years of work experience or a Master's degree plus four years of work experience.  Work experience must include a minimum of two years of supervisory experience and administrative responsibility.
