DESCRIPTION:  Performs professional work in land surveying and allied right-of-way functions.  Performs related work as required.

Performs calculations to determine location relationship of property corners to the center line of proposed highway improvement project and prepare plats and descriptions depicting same.

Instructs survey personnel in the basic techniques and practices of land surveying.

Prepares and maintains various plats, reports, records and correspondence.
