AVIATION SPECIALIST/SENIOR

DESCRIPTION:   Responsible for matters relating to aviation education, regulations and procedures.  Performs related work as required.

Supervises registration of licensing activities of the department, including airmen, commercial and municipal airports and aerial applicators; this includes supervision of all state aircraft pooling activity.

Makes public appearances before aviation and civic groups, concerning aviation matters; including representing department in civil defense activity.

Answers correspondence and telephone inquiries concerning aviation matters.

Assists schools in establishing and maintaining an aerospace education program.

Supervises and directs all maintenance activity on departmental aircraft.

Pilots department aircraft on official flights; may transport state officials.
