AVIATION OPERATIONS CHIEF

DESCRIPTION:  Under general supervision, assists the agency director by performing flight operations scheduling, supervision, and communication of agency information and priorities to various governmental officials and the public; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Oversees the scheduling and performance of flight operations pilots.

Assists director in coordinating presentations for various state and federal agencies and the public.

Coordinates operations related activities with outside agencies.

Conducts regular flights as a pilot on state charted business.

Conducts seminars for aerial applicators, flight mechanics and general aviation pilots.

Supervises airport and aerial application certification.

Manages flight operations budget.

Supervises publication of state newsletter, aeronautical chart and airport directory.

Coordinates development training of departmental employees.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

Knowledge of:  overall operations of the agencies flight operations activities and goals.

Ability to:  prioritize work, assign duties and effectively supervise staff; organize technical aeronautically oriented material for various presentations; pilot commercial aircraft; work with budget related activities.

Skill in:  oral and written communication that allows effective completion of duties.

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  flight operations including pilot training, qualification and certification; federal and state regulations covering aviation; records management.

Ability to:  communicate effectively with all levels of personnel; analyze aviation data and other related information as it relates to flight operations.
