BOILER INSPECTION PROGRAM MANAGER

DESCRIPTION:   Under the administrative direction of the State Labor Commissioner, conducts and supervises a statewide program of steam boiler and pressure vessel installations inspection; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Conducts boiler inspections as required by federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations.

Recruits, trains, and supervises boiler inspection employees as required.

Collects, coordinates and reports on steam boiler and pressure vessel installation and inspection data to the required authorities.

Approves and issues certificates for steam boiler and pressure vessel installations.

Coordinates and approves boiler inspections conducted by other responsible firms and agencies.

Restricts operation or condemns equipment when warranted by inspections.

Gives professional advice and counsel on new and remodeling installations.

Supplies public information on requirements pertaining to steam boiler and/or pressure vessel installations.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  laws, rules and regulations pertaining to the operation of steam boilers and pressure vessels; approved methods of installation, operation and maintenance and repair of all types of steam boilers and pressure vessels.

Ability to:  conduct, train and supervise steam boiler and pressure vessel inspections; establish and maintain effective working relationships with owners and operating employees.
