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GAME AND PARKS CONSERVATION OFFICER SUPERVISOR

DESCRIPTION:  This is supervisory work responsible for organizing and directing all conservation law enforcement activities within an assigned area (which may be district or statewide) and supervising Conservation Officers.  Employees in this class follow established procedures under the general supervision of the Division Administrator and Assistant Division Administrator through conferences and general review; performs related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF WORK:  (A position may not be assigned all the duties listed, nor do the listed examples include all the duties that may be assigned.)

Supervises, directs and participates in all conservation law enforcement and related management activities.

Plans and coordinates joint efforts of law enforcement personnel in other jurisdictions to promote sound, wildlife and natural resource management programs.

May supervise and direct Armorers, Field Training Officers, Defensive Tactics and Firearms, and other Instructors, and Armorers and ensure high standard of Conservation Officer training at all levels.

May develop and revise training programs, goals and objectives.

Holds regularly scheduled staff meetings to inform officers of new laws, or regulations and operational guidelines; supervises and inspects law enforcement training programs.

Participates in various public relations functions within the district or state and may present educational programs.

May participate in special investigations, assignments or surveys.

Responsible for the maintenance of assigned equipment and supervises the maintenance of equipment assigned to subordinates.

Maintains records and prepares related administrative reports associated with the above functions.

May testify in criminal court and before legislative committees.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (These may be acquired on the job and are needed to perform the work assigned.)

GAME AND PARKS CONSERVATION OFFICER SUPERVISOR (continued)

ENTRY KNOWLEDGES, ABILITIES, AND SKILLS REQUIRED:  (Applicants will be screened for possession of these through written, oral, performance, and/or other evaluations.)

Knowledge of:  state and federal laws and regulations pertaining to the conservation of fish and wildlife; departmental rules and regulations; law enforcement principles and procedures; adult training.

Ability to:  detect and suppress fish and wildlife law violations and to maintain the respect and cooperation of others; keep records and write reports; supervise the work of others; communicate effectively verbally and in writing; perform basic law enforcement functions and complete required law enforcement training; effectively train/evaluate the training of adults if required for specific assignments.

JOB PREPARATION GUIDELINES:  (Entry knowledge, abilities, and/or skills may be acquired through, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO, the following coursework/training and/or experience.)

High school education plus six years experience in the field of conservation enforcement.  Certification as a Nebraska Law Enforcement Officer.  Certification as a Field Training Officer if specific assignment requires.  Practical experience and/or understanding of supervision and of adult training and training techniques in a variety of settings.
