	After reviewing the posted answers to vendor questions, we would like clarification regarding the response to Submitted Question 1.
The response states that “the aircraft approval cards are applicable to pilots and not aircraft.” However, under established OAS procedures, aircraft and pilots are evaluated and carded through distinct processes:
· OAS-68 is used for aircraft inspections and issuance of aircraft approval cards, including review of the aircraft and its associated maintenance and configuration records.
· OAS-64 applies to pilot qualifications and issuance of pilot approval cards.
During standard on-site OAS inspections, both the aircraft and its records (maintenance logs, component times, equipment lists, etc.) are reviewed by OAS inspectors to determine whether the aircraft can be carded. These records can be extensive and difficult to digitize in advance, but they are routinely made available during on-site inspections, which historically has been acceptable under OAS-68 procedures.
Given this, we respectfully request clarification on the following points:
1. Does the solicitation intend to exclude aircraft approval/card issuance requirements, despite the standard OAS-68 aircraft inspection process?
1. Does the Government intend to continue requiring full aircraft inspections and aircraft approval cards in accordance with OAS-68?
1. Will on-site aircraft record review remain acceptable, or does the solicitation require advance digital submission of all aircraft documentation?

	1. No. We will recognize the OAS-68 inspection process. 

2. We will require current OAS-68 certification or maintenance records as previously described.

3. Digital current OAS certification or digital submission of aircraft documentation will be required
